Twenty year old photographer, Jonnie Craig, releases his untitled debut book through Mörel Books on February 26th. 

His distinctive style has seen him labeled as one of the most cutting-edge young photographers of the moment, with his series traditionally incorporating nudity with urban landscapes.

As a child, Jonnie would record videos of him and his friends skate-boarding in his local area which borders Kent and London. Gradually he began to capture these moments through photographs too. 

‘I wanted to take photos of my friends because they were there… I wasn’t thinking about it, I just wanted to record it’, he recalls. 

All be it an innocent bit of fun, these spontaneous snap-shots were quickly recognized by huge names such as Ryan McGinley and Gavin Watson, who appreciated the raw elements of Jonnie’s work. 

Jonnie is now in-house photographer at VICE magazine, where his first contribution was a photo series of streakers in central London. It was this youth-centric yet gritty photographic style that saw him being recognized by huge companies such as Sony, Nike, Nokia and Diesel, to name but a few, to shoot their advertising campaigns. 

In his 72 page photo book, Jonnie shares selected works, of which 67% are unpublished. 

And after being hired by some of the biggest names in advertising and securing his publishing deal, Jonnie modestly admits, ‘I never thought it would go this far.’
